“I just don’t seem to be getting anywhere,” Yvonne told her
friend Jean. “I’m just not happy...” then she continued, a whining
twinge coming into her voice. “If only things were different ...if only

@ I didn’t have so many problems... if I had more money....”

Jean sighed, weary and frustrated with Yvonne’s consistent
whining. But this time instead of just tolerantly listening and sympa-

thizing, she decided to try a new approach.

“You know, I think your problem is that you’ve got ‘Fonly Syndrome.’”” Jean told her
friend.

That jolted Yvonne out of her misery-filled reverie. “Huh? What’s that?”

“You’ve got all the symptoms. I knew it when you said you’d be better off ‘if only’ such
and such was true. You’ve got it when you find excuses for difficulties instead of seeking
solutions.”

“’Fonly?’” Yvonne paused again, then smiled slowly. “Oh, I get it — ‘if only’ — ‘fonly.’
I see what you mean.”

Do you have the Fonly Syndrome? We all do occasionally, since it’s easier to complain
and feel sorry for ourselves than to confront and attempt possible solutions. Of course, it also
gets sympathy from others — at first. Of course eventually they tire of the complaints.

However, continued affliction the Fonly Syndrome stalls us spiritually. That’s because
complaining and not confronting the difficulty means we’re not growing or maturing as
Christians. So how do you confront your problem? One way is to consider the reason for it
and asking why it’s occurring. It might be because God is trying to teach or direct us by
means of the difficulty. For example, does he want us to develop our faith in him? Or is he
trying to divert us to a new path of service or redirect us from a false path? It could be any
number of reasons.

But no matter what it is, continued affliction of the Fonly Syndrome never really
accomplishes anything. Do you have it? If so, what will you do about it? It’s your choice —
will you wallow in self-pity or stride forward in confident anticipation leaving the Syndrome
behind?
